Currently, due to Proposition 8, the California
Constitution contains discriminatory language
that defines marriage as only between a man and
a woman.

Proposition 3 seeks to remove this outdated
language and replace it with a provision that
establishes the right to marry as a fundamental
right, enshrined in our constitution.
